1 Switch Overview

STEP 1


Shut off power at the circuit 

breaker for the switch you 

are replacing. More than 

one disconnect switch may 

be required to turn off 

power. Use a noncontact 

voltage tester to ensure 

power is off. 

STEP 2


Make sure the existing 

switch box has a neutral 

wire*. Remove existing wall 

plate.


*Neutral wire is typically 

white.

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3 Install

STEP 3


Turn on power at the circuit breaker and use a noncontact 

voltage tester to check which wire is live (line). The tester 

will flash or chirp when it comes close to a line wire. Turn 

off the power at the circuit breaker and label the wires. 

Remove old switch by disconnecting all wires.
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4 Install

STEP 4


Follow the wiring diagram to connect the wires in the wall 

box to the switch. Insert the wire into the connector hole of 

the switch, and use the screwdriver to fasten it firmly. Or 

you can connect the switch wires to the wires in the wall 

box with the wire nuts. 
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5 Install, cont.

STEP 5


Use screws to secure 

Switch into your wall. 

Then, snap on included 

faceplate.



STEP 6 

Restore power by turning 

on the breaker.



STEP 7 

Once power is connected, 

the LED indicator will blink 

blue to indicate it is ready 

to connect to Wi-Fi.
